NELSON SCHORR
Camp Director and Coach

Schorr is the Head Basketball 
Coach at Ursuline College, 
where he is entering his sev-
enth season. He has taken the 
program and its athletes to new 
heights. 

In his time at Ursuline, he has 
coached 15 players to All-Conference Honors, a Confer-
ence Freshman of the Year, and a All-American Honor-
able Mention. 

In 2008-09, the team made the conference playoffs for 
the fi rst time in school history and set many school re-
cords, including most three point shots made in a season 
(215), highest scoring average (76 points per game). 
They were also ranked eighth nationally with 43.9 re-
bounds per game, ranked 12th nationally with 7.9 three-
point shots made per game, and ranked 16th nationally 
with 76 points scored per game. 

He then led the team to similar stats the following season 
that featured the schools single-season scoring record-
holder and another one of the best scoring teams in the 
region. The team was sixth in the nation in three-pointers 
made per game (8.6), second most three-pointers made 
(241), eighth best rebounding team per game (43.9), and 
16th best with 76 points per game.  

The program, under Coach Schorr, has seen a dramatic 
improvement in a short time with the fast-breaking style 
that the team is now noted for. 

Prior to coming to Ursuline, Coach Schorr was the Head 
Coach at SUNY Potsdam from 2000-2003. In addition to 
his duties as the basketball coach, he is also the Director 
of Intramurals.
